The Sonoma County Economic Development Board (EDB) in partnership with Sonoma
County Tourism, hosted the 12th Annual Sonoma County Restaurant Week from February 19 to
February 28, 2021. In an effort to be reactive to the needs of restaurants during the coronavirus
pandemic, this year we moved away from traditional Restaurant Week prix fixe menus. Due to

the change in format and other limiting factors due to the coronavirus pandemic, we were
unable to collect certain economic impact data traditionally collected during restaurant week.
