93 Restaurants were asked to submit number of restaurant week meals
sold and total foot traffic for the week. The results of the economic

impact analysis are below.
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DEFINITIONS AND METHODOLOGY

Definitions:

Direct Impact. Estimated expenditures of diners during restaurant week.

2Indirect Impact: Business to business purchases in the supply chain taking place in Sonoma County that stem from the
initial spending during Restaurant Week.

3Induced Impact. Values stemming from spending of employees within the Sonoma County business’ supply chain.

Methodology: Economic impact data for this report was collected by surveying participating restaurants and event
attendees during and after the event. 713 event attendees and 62% of participating restaurants filled out a survey. This
data was used to calculate an estimated total revenue number that can be input into an economic impact assessment
software system (IMPLAN). This software system allows its user to develop local-level input-output models that can
estimate the economic impact of events.
